The net proceeds required to operate the District would change from $198,652 to $500,000. 
Mr. Molloy said that as the increase in the budget was not part of the package as advertised in May and there were landowner representatives present, he would like for the landowners to indicate if they consent to the increase. Supervisor Harden stated that as authorized representative for the landowners, yes, the landowners do consent to the increase.
